· Complera™ (rilpivirine + tenofovir + emtricitabine) [pronounced com-PLAIR-uh] has been added as a new drug in the Multi-Class Combination Drug category; it contains one non-nucleoside reverse transcriptase inhibitor (NNRTI) and two nucleoside reverse transcriptase inhibitors (NRTIs). 
· Complera is considered to be a complete one-pill, once-daily HIV treatment regimen and is approved only for people living with HIV starting HIV treatment for the first time.
· Please refer to the attached Gilead Sciences Product Information sheets for full prescribing information.

The medication form is updated quarterly and represents the most up-to-date listing of FDA-approved medications for the treatment of HIV/AIDS. Please ensure that your program downloads the September 2011 updated form, as older versions are now obsolete.
